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Spirit of Infirmity! 
 
2Co 2:11   Lest Satan should get an advantage of us: for we are not ignorant of his devices.  

   (purpose of evil) 
A force that comes at you, works on you and tries to get in you and its main plan is destruction. 
 
Infirmity means weakness 

Feebleness of body or mind, weak in any area of your life! 
No strength, frail, tired, overcome, puny,  

This is what stops “boldness” and confidence 
 
Weakness: slack in body or mind 
First used in the Old Test.  
Num 13:17  And Moses sent them to spy out the land of Canaan, and said unto them, Get you up this 

way southward, and go up into the mountain: And see the land, what it is; and the people that 
dwelleth therein, whether they be strong or weak, few or many;  

Num 13:33  And there we saw the giants, the sons of Anak, which come of the giants: and we were in 

our own sight as grasshoppers, and so we were in their sight.  

 
The spirit of infimity will cause you to lash out at the one who is trying to help you get free. 
Num 14:8  If the LORD delight in us, then he will bring us into this land, and give it us; a land which 

floweth with milk and honey. 9  Only rebel not ye against the LORD, neither fear ye the people of 
the land; for they are bread for us: their defense is departed from them, and the LORD is with us: 

fear them not. 10  But all the congregation bade stone them with stones.
